HOME ECONOMICS
Home Economic is a study whereby individuals are taught knowledge, skills and attitude that would provide them basic life skills that are necessary to assist them to participate effectively in the communities in which they live in order to achieve individual and family well-being These knowledge, skills and attitude are further developed in the higher forms into specific areas which will facilitate transition into tertiary institutions.
The subject has developed through the years and is currently offered in the following areas and levels in schools:

When students exit at the FSFE level, they would be able to continue studies at tertiary institutions such as the Fiji College of Advanced Education [FCAE], Fiji Institute of Technology [FIT], the University of the South Pacific [USP] and the Training and Productivity Authority of Fiji [TPAF].

The knowledge, skills and attitude gained from the prescribed prescriptions would also be rewarding and meaningful to students who cannot proceed to higher education but opt to join the world of work or start their own business.
There are 145 schools offering the program with 235 teaching staff. The teaching staff comprises 85 degree holders [B.Ed Home Economics], 134 diploma holders [Dip.Ed Home Economics] and 16 Teaching Certificate holders, specializing in Home Economics. 
The Home Economics program offered in schools will provide a challenging teaching and learning environment that will nurture and empower the child to become a competent member of society
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
